 Reporting and Screening.  Race is 

strongly related to  the odds that a call 

to Child Protective Services will result in 

a formal investigation. 

Out of Home Placements.  Children of 

color are more likely to be placed in 

foster care. In 2006, 54% of the 

295,207 children who entered care 

were children of color. Of these, 27% 

were African American and 19% were 

Latino.  

Reunification .  African American chil-

dren are less likely than children of 

other races to be reunited with their 

families. 

Re-entry. About equal proportions of 

children from different racial or ethnic 

groups who are reunited with their fami-

lies later return to care. 

Adoption.  African American children 

wait much longer than white children to

PRESIDENT OBAMA ALSO wants to see two 

new childrenôs programs sprout: $350 million to 

create an Early Learning Challenge Fund and $2.5 

billion over ten years to support a comprehensive 

child welfare reform. In addition, he wants to  

increase the Elementary and Secondary Education 

Act budget by $1.85 billion.  For more information 

on the 2012 budget visit http://www.whitehouse.gov/

omb/budget/Overview.     

AS SOME MAY K NOW, President Obamaôs 2012 

proposed budget was released mid February.  

President Obama proposed a $20 million increase 

in child welfare spending, a 0.2% increase over 

2010 spending.  Out of the 10 childrenôs program        

categories, three of these programs proved to be 

high priority for the President.  Early childhood    

spending is up 20.5% or $2.5 billion and child  

nutrition spending is up 18.2% or $9.75 billion.  

Although child safety spending is up $150 million, 

the percentage increased by 16.4.   On the flip side, 

the President suggested drastic cuts to three      

programs.  Juvenile justice programs are proposed 

to be cut by 34% or $143.6 million, the Childrenôs 

Hospital Graduate Medical Education program is 

suggested to be totally eliminated, and the

Thanks to some of the efforts 

of these dedicated people and the many         

advocates, child welfare professionals, elected 

officials and support groups around the country, 

the total number of children in foster care has 

decreased ï from more than a half million in 

2003 to 463,000 by the end of 2008.

These    

strategies embody a conceptual framework for 

understanding and achieving anti-racist policies 

and practices in child welfare. The goal of utilizing 

these strategies is to reduce disproportionality and 

treatment disparities in the child welfare    system. 

The RESAôs are designed to compliment other 

standards such as those of the Council on  

Accreditation or the Child  Welfare League of 

America. They may also be integrated with 

other practice or policy information that guides 

the service delivery system of a  particular  

organization. When consistently employed, 

they provide increased opportunity to utilize a 

racial equity lens in the development of       

policies, practices and procedures that are being 

used in agencies serving African American 

children.
